During the kindergarten year a proper foundation starts with phonemic awareness, and the proper naming, sounding, and shaping of letters.  The most important skills in learning to decode words are taught during the kindergarten year.  Author Rasool D. Malik, Ed. D., takes Phonics to the next level by using a highly successful rhyming approach to sound blend letters into syllables and words.  With the help of the Phonics, Rhythms, and Rhymes’ kindergarten program students will be taught skills that include the proper vocalization of each consonant (c) and vowel (v) sound.

The building blocks of reading continue in the 1st grade with blending consonants and vowel sounds.  First graders need to master these important skills in order to build a strong foundation in decoding (reading) and encoding (spelling) CV syllables in words.  During the first grade year the student must learn these blending skills.  Literacy in the 2nd grade is based on skill mastery of blending consonants to vowels, digraphs, diphthongs, and endings.  These skills must be taught sequentially, and practiced with fluency in the third grade. 

In order to accomplish these objectives the students’ learning must be exciting, interesting, and rewarding.  To reach children, Phonics, Rhythms, and Rhymes have developed exciting choral songlike repetitions, called “rhythms and rhymes.”  This contemporary approach gives children opportunities to learn the above fundamental skills.  The goal of the Phonics, Rhythms, and Rhymes’ program is to support teachers and parents with the necessary methods and materials that will facilitate reading success in children.
